. Objective:
To recognize students with excellent academic performance who are keen to study IE’s Bachelor of
Engineering in Information Engineering (IERG) or Bachelor of Science in Mathematics and Information
Engineering (MIEG) at The Chinese University of Hong Kong

. Award Amount:
Up to HK$195,000 per annum (i.e. HKS780,000 for 4 years of normative study period) covering tuition
fee, on-campus student housing and basic living expenses

. Scholarship Renewal:
Subject to academic performance at grade point average of 3.00 or above (out of 4.00) each year

The Nominated Students

. Nomination Quota: Three (3) high school final year students with outstanding academic performance
nominated by high school principals
. Target Students:
1. Outstanding results in GSAT (E2;8() or AST (¥57%) (competitive score for reference: overall score of all
GSAT/AST subjects taken to be above the sum of each subject’s Top Percentile (TEZ) scores); OR in
1.  GCE with A* in at least 3 AL subjects (excluding Chinese); or
ii.  IB Diploma with 40 points or above out of 45; or
iii.  SAT with an overall total score of 1430 or above out of 1600;
AND
2. IELTS (academic level) 6.0 or TOEFL (iBT) 80 or equivalent, or other English language qualification as
stipulated by CUHK
AND
3. Students who are not residents of Hong Kong/Mainland China.
